¥ Pat then reviewed the Forest Creek Preliminary Plan. This is a pre-development
meeting. The total site is 145 acres B 65 acres of open space. There will be 40 acres
deeded over to the Medina County Park. There are a total of 178 lots and 3.7 acres of
commercial lots. York Township doesnOhave commercial lots so they will be taken out.
The park will be off of Abbeyville which will be extending the ParkOsike trail.

¥ Don Weiland reported on the cemetery. The Norwalk Road Cemetery has been cleaned
up. The sidewalk from the Mausoleum to the road has been cleared of overgrown
grass. The white storage shed on the back has been removed and the foundation
cleared so fill dirt can be brought in and grass planted. The Mausoleum was built in
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1832 out of sandstone. It used to be used for storage of coffins during the winter
months when digging was by hand. There is maintenance work that needs to be done
to preserve the building such as tuck and point of the sandstone, repair the front door
and repair the roof. The Branch Road Cemetery has some needed repairs for
tombstones. The Abbeyville Road Cemetery also has some broken tombstones. Don
and Jane will be going to a cemetery seminar May 18" and 19" in Auglaize County.
Don will repair and refinish the front doors of the Mausoleum.

¥ Frank Schmidt suggested that maybe a sign could go up to show the future site of a
park. Jane suggested that we wait till after we get the survey results.
