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Regular Meeting  May 25, 2006 

Chairman Colene Conley called the regular meeting to order at 6:33 p.m. She led the pledge of 
allegiance.   
 
Moved by Weiland, second by Monroe to approve the April 19, 2006 regular meeting minutes 
and May 9, 2006 special meeting minutes. Roll:  Weiland, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes. 
 
Visitors: 
• Kathy Elias offered her Triumph convertible to drive someone in the Memorial Day parade. 
 
REPORTS: 
Zoning: 
• Colene mentioned there are some issues regarding PUD issues and the pond. It will be 

presented at the Board of Appeals meeting this evening. There is a retention pond that is to 
be built on short Wolff Road that they want to have 5’ from the road right-of-way. It will be 
discussed this evening since that does not meet requirements. Some of the trustees would 
like part of the parking lot to be removed so the pond can be moved. The trustees have no 
official comment at this time. 

• Colene gave a recap of the zoning permits she issued while Dorothy was on vacation. 
 
Trustees: 
Jane Weiland: 
• Jane attended the public hearing at the Commissioners for the Wolff/Abbeyville Bridge. It 

will be a larger bridge than presently installed. 
• Jane processed all the grant paperwork in for the Community Block Grant to add parking 

spaces north of the fire station. Ohio Edison will charge $6,000 to move the power pole. We 
won’t know until October if the state will approve it so it would be a 2007 project. 

• Mr. Lyons and Shale Creek had some issues to be worked out which have been as best as 
can be which included the generator running until the temporary or permanent power can be 
installed. 

• The scouts cleaned up the cemetery and the white shed was cleaned out. Tom Croston will 
work on checking out the wood that is there to see what is good and what needs to be 
thrown out. There are also some poles in a wooden box that need to be looked at to see if 
they should be thrown out. There was also a missing drain tile by the one drive that is being 
fixed.  

 
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to take down the white shed at the cemetery. Roll: 
Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Weiland, yes. 
 
Road Bid Opening Ð 7:00 p.m. 
 
There were two bids received for the road paving on Wolff Road from Columbia Road to 
Abbeyville Road – The Shelly Paving Co. and Kokosing Construction Co. 

Shelly Co.: $133,997.90 
Kokosing Construction Co.: $120,190.50 
 

Moved by Weiland, second by Monroe to award the bid for paving Wolff Road to Kokosing 
Construction Co. upon satisfactory review and approval by the Medina County Engineer at a 
cost of $120,190.50. Roll: Weiland, yes; Monroe, Conley, yes.  
 
Weiland contÕd: 
• Attended the Rocky River watershed meeting in May. The first one was at the 

Commissioner’s Office. 
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• June 7th at 6:00 p.m. – Ray Herbst, Co. Health Dept. and Jim Troike, Co. Sanitary Engineer 
will be meeting with the trustees regarding the sewer line project. 

• Stone and Beck Road – delineator markers or enclosure? Colene will check on the size of 
the delineator needed. 

 
Rick Monroe: 
• Early warning siren locks arrived and are installed. 
• The podium is almost assembled. The company sent the wrong hinges for the doors. 
• The brick layer has completed the repairs on the chimney and the ramp blocks at the Town 

Hall. 
• Tom Croston has started the roadside mowing. It is not completed yet. Another purchase 

order needs to be opened for the remaining part. Tom will contact Rick with the remaining 
amount. 

• Treehouse Landscaping has done mulching, trimming, weeding and it looks nice. Chris from 
Treehouse has some ideas for making our properties look better and will get with us. 

• Rick Smetana has concerns regarding the stream that runs along his property and parallel 
to the railroad track. He has picked up tires, dead animals in bags and other assorted 
debris. There will road work done in that area next year which will hopefully help alleviate 
the debris. 

• The flagpole has been removed from the front of the Town Hall – it was in very bad shape. 
• Met the tentative new owner of York School. Roy C. Jenkins of Brunswick was hoping to 

close on it today. He’s planning to have an art gallery and art school there. He does a lot of 
traveling between Brunswick and California. He is willing to let the baseball teams use the 
ball field in the back. 

• Attended the Ohio Edison meeting regarding the new substation. There were only 2 
residents in attendance. It’s an almost for sure thing with the power coming from Akron. 
There will be approximately 4.5 acres surrounded by fence. It will be the second highest 
voltage substation in the state. Rick was told that if a fire starts there, the fire department is 
to stay away until after Ohio Edison does their thing and lets them know they need the 
department to do something. Proposal 1 is on Ohio Edison property. Proposal 2 is on the 
Baker property. It will be up to Columbus to decide which proposal will be utilized. 

• Rick received a quote from Ron Pfaff to finish some electrical items from the fire inspector’s 
list. The quote was for a total of $2,167. 

 
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to have Ron Pfaff do the work as well as some additional 
small items at a cost of approximately $2,500. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Weiland, yes. 
 
Fire Department: 
• Chief Hill gave the monthly report for April. 
• The weather sirens are being activated by Buck Adams throughout the county. They will all 

be tested one Saturday a month.  
• The parade will be Sunday with an open house following in the fire station.  
• The officers from Erhart, Litchfield, Liverpool, Brunswick City, Brunswick Hills and Medina 

Township have been meeting to discuss mutual aid training. There will be tanker shuttle 
training at Wolff Brothers on Thursday, June 15th at 7:00 p.m. Litchfield will be having 
training on June 1st at 7:00 p.m. and have invited us.  

• Called Pierce to help write a set of specs for replacing #51-3. There are new emission 
standards coming in to effect on January 1, 2007 and fire equipment was not exempted. If 
we could get a new truck spec’d and bid prior to December 31st, we could purchase a 2006 
model. There is a concern about heat build up under the cab with the new emission 
standards and what may happen. 

• Ron Pfaff gave a price for stand by power at the station/complex. We couldn’t apply on a 
FEMA grant for this because we have already applied for refill bottles. We have been 
watching for available grants to apply for. 
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• The streets in Shale Creek look narrow. It may be an optical illusion, but they do meet the 
county requirements. 

• The fire academy brought up their fire simulator on Sunday, May 21st for training. There was 
some confusion and the Saturday class was cancelled. The simulator will come again later 
this year to help make up for the confusion. 

• Chief Hill is still checking on the driver abstracts to have them done on all department 
members.  

• The fire levy will need to be renewed and placed on the November ballot. Richard Monroe 
asked for a 5-year plan and to have it by next month. 

 
Colene Conley: 
• Additional gravel was added to the old schoolhouse area. 
• We received a quote from our insurance company regarding coverage for the Historical 

Society. 
 
Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to add the Historical Society building contents to our 
policy at a cost of $150 annually. Jane questioned having the Historical Society reimburse the 
township. Rick and Colene felt the township should cover the cost. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, 
yes; Weiland, no. The fiscal officer is to draft a letter to Frank Ehrman, President, and cc: Don 
Weiland, Treasurer letting the Historical Society know that we will now cover their contents. 
 
• Colene has a copy of the sewer line project and Sanitary Engineer has been obtaining 

easements from everyone along the way. 
 
Moved by Conley, second by Weiland to grant the easement to the Sanitary Engineer for the 
Town Hall/Station complex. Roll: Conley, yes; Weiland, yes; Monroe, yes. 
 
• We have received a check from Pulte Homes for half of the cost of the Byrd property work. 
 
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to have Tom Weber do the inspection work at $15.00 per 
hour at the Byrd property so it meets the Co. Engineer’s specs. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; 
Weiland, yes. 
 
• Dan Bodette has sent a quote of $1,487 to upgrade the siren at the fire station so it is 

compatible with the others. We may need to have Ron Pfaff do additional electrical work. 
 
Moved by Conley, second by to hire Federal Signal to upgrade the fire station siren at a cost of 
$1,487. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Weiland, yes. 
 
NOTE from Chief Hill (bad storm): The power has flickered and we now have part of the lights 
out and some of the lights are dim. If we have damage to equipment, we would need to contact 
Ohio Edison since it is a transformer issue. Between L1 and L2 in the electrical system is 133 
volts. L1 to ground is 35 volts as well as L2 to ground is 35 volts. We need to shut down things 
before we have damage. 
 
Clerk: 
Moved by Weiland, second by Monroe to approve resolution #06-05-01 to transfer $4,000 from 
General Fund to Cemetery Fund. Roll: Weiland, yes;  Monroe, yes;  Conley, yes. 
 
Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to approve the 2006 dispatch contract with the Medina 
Co. Sheriff at a cost of $5,062.00 (last year was $4,961.00). Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes;

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Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to approve financial reports as presented for April – fund 
summary, revenue status and appropriation status. Roll:  Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Weiland, 
yes.

Moved by Weiland, second by Monroe to approve the following:  

Memorandum of Understanding #06-05-02 Between 
The Medina County Soil & Water Conservation District and 

York Township Trustees 
 
Upon this 25th day of May, 2006, this Memorandum of Understanding was entered into by and 
between Medina County Soil and Water Conservation District, herein referred to as the District, 
and the York Township Trustees, herein referred to as the Township. 
 
It is recognized that our soil, water and related resources are important aspects of our 
environment. It is further recognized they can, with care and joint effort, be protected or 
renewed. Cooperation in the consideration of these natural resources prior to and during land 
use changes will do much toward minimizing potential damage. 
 
Recognizing the need for close working relationships in carrying out the responsibilities for 
which each is charged, the Township and the District enter into this Memorandum of 
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Understanding as the foundation for the enduring cooperative working relationship. Such 
cooperation allows joint effort in the solution of problems relating to the planning and 
development of soil & water resources in the Township. 
 
What the District will do: 
 
The District will make technical assistance available within the limitations of authorities, 
resources, and established policies of the District and its cooperating agencies. 
 
The District agrees to: 

1. Advise the Township on planning development programs that deal with soil, water, 
and related land uses. 

2. Inform the Township of proposed USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service 
watershed projects and works of improvement that affect land use planning. 

3. Provide technical assistance as requested. 
4. Carry out a continued public information program relating to the wise use of natural 

resources and provide to the Township and its representatives, information and 
education materials relating to the management of soil, water and related resources. 

5. Make available to the Township, technical specifications and model ordinances, 
which can be used to maintain and protect the natural resource base. 

 
What the Township wil l do: 
The Township will cooperate with the District where appropriate in the development and 
implementation of land and water use programs. 
 
The Township agrees to: 

1. Adopt and apply those recommendations made by the District which are reasonable 
and acceptable to the Township and in compliance with its ordinances. 

2. Observe sound soil and water conservation principles for water management, sediment 
control, soil stabilization and vegetative protection, and require incorporation of 
recommended practices in development and building plans under their jurisdiction. 

3. Utilize the expertise of the District in regard to the use of resource data, interpretation 
of this data, and the development of alternatives for the protection of the environment 
during land use changes. 

4. Cooperate with the District in the development and implementation of long-range land 
and water use programs, utilizing such resource information as made available by the 
District and its cooperating agencies. 

 
It is mutually agreed by all: 

1. This MOU may be amended or terminated at any time by mutual consent of the parties 
hereto or may be terminated by either party by giving sixty (60) days notice, in writing, to 
the other. 

2. The District and the Township will meet at least annually to review and coordinate 
activities for maximum mutual benefit. 

3. The standards and specifications developed by the District or agencies assisting the 
District will be used in planning and application of conservation measures. 

4. That the type of material and technical data needed to give competent consultative 
services will be agreed upon, and prior to publication of material, will be reviewed by all 
parties and credit given in said publication to the District and/or its assisting agencies. 

5. The District reserves the right to charge fees to recoup actual costs for any services 
provided to the Township and their residents. 

6. All programs and services of the District and the USDA Natural Resources 
Conservation Service are offered on a nondiscriminatory basis without regard to race, 
color, national origin, religion, sex, marital status, or handicap. 
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Roll: Weiland, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes. 
 
• Dan Becker mentioned Tom Giese from Grafton to do the culvert #15 on Wolff Road on the 

second Saturday of June. 
 
Moved by Monroe, second by Weiland to have Giese Construction replace culvert #15 on Wolff 
Road. The cost will be forthcoming. Roll: Monroe, yes; Weiland, yes; Conley, yes. 
 
• There is a culvert on Bachtell Road that also needs replacing. It will be taken care of after 

the Byrd property work is completed.
