YORK TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES

Regular Meeting July 27, 2006

Chairman Colene Conley called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. She led the
pledge of allegiance.

Moved by Weiland, second by Monroe to approve the minutes from the June 22, 2006
regular meeting and the July 6, 2006 special meeting for the tax budget. Roll: Weiland,
yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.

Visitors:

* Pastor Steve Costello and Joe Gladden, York Methodist Church: They were present to
discuss the preliminary building plans they are beginning and ask for guidance through
the process since they will need a variance for the zoning. They cannot meet the 100’
setback from all property lines. The plans call for a new gathering room and fellowship
hall to the east of the existing sanctuary. The sanctuary would still be the predominant
fixture. Phase Il would add to the existing sanctuary. Colene told them they need to
begin with Dorothy. Dorothy would need setback information, square footage of the
existing building as well as of the proposed. That would be a good start for Dorothy to
see what does and does not conform to the zoning code and whether a variance would
be needed.

* Pam Moore — Thanked Jane for all of her research regarding a shooting in her
neighborhood a couple of weeks ago. Pam asked that we request the sheriff's
department have the sheriff on patrol in the area to actually go down Lake Dawn when
they are in the area. Bev is to draft a letter to Sheriff Hassinger requesting that the car
going down Branch please also go down Lake Dawn and East Street. Jane asked the
Sheriff's Dept. for a listing of the number of calls in York Township since January. She
will compile the report with comparison of Liverpool and Lafayette and report back when
she receives all the information.

* Dave Hull — asked questions regarding Shale Creek and the clubhouse, lights and
driveway, etc. He will stop at the office and speak with the zoning inspector and check
out the site plans.

* Harry Lisowski asked about the pipe and when the rest of the project would be done. It
will be completed when the pipe comes in.

REPORTS:

Fire Department:

* Chief Hill gave the June incident report.

* Mr. Schmidt asked Chief Hill about fireworks and loud noises. Mr. Schmidt asked the
sheriff's department about fireworks and was told the Fire Chief would issue permits.
Chief Hill stated that no one has requested a permit this year. Mr. Schmidt doesn’t like
being woke up in the middle of the night when a cherry bomb is set off. Chief Hill said
the State of Ohio has regulations to follow to shoot off fireworks. Beyond a permit being
issued, they would be considered illegal fireworks and a complaint should be filed with
the sheriff's department since they have jurisdiction over townships. Mr. Schmidt feels
strongly that the fireworks should not be allowed in York Township.

* John Creamer and Chief Hill went to Integrity to get the paperwork done for the driver
license background check; random drug/alcohol test for those showing at a call with
reasonable suspicion; and other tests as well as training for the officers and trustees to
attend to know how to know when reasonable suspicion is legitimate.

* There is an issue with Wolff Brothers Supply being inspected. Since Chief Hill is related,
he would like the inspector from Liverpool to do the inspection.
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Moved by Monroe, second by Conley to have Chief Hill meet with Chief DiAmico from
Valley City for their inspector to inspect Wolff Brothers and reimburse Liverpool for his
services. Roll: Monroe, yes; Conley, yes; Weiland, yes.

* Chief Hill asked last month about the transmission lines because of the proposed
substation. Richard Monroe checked out the high voltage transmission lines and they
can be fed from as far as 4 — 5 states away. There will also be a training set up with the
fire department when it is close to completion.

Moved by Weiland, second by Monroe to approve the following resolution #06-07-01:
A RESOLUTION PROPOSING THE LEVY OF A REPLACEMENT TAX
PURSUANT TO SECTION 5705.34 OF THE OHIO REVISED CODE,
AND SUBMITTING THE QUESTION OF A REPLACEMENT TAX LEVY FOR
THE FIRE/RESCUE SERVICES OF YORK TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS, on June 22, 2006, the Board of Trustees of York Township adopted a
Resolution declaring the necessity to levy a replacement tax in excess of the ten-mill
limitation for the purpose of providing and maintaining fire apparatus, appliances, buildings,
or sites therefore, or sources of water supply and materials therefore, or the establishment
and maintenance of lines of fire alarm telegraph, or the payment of permanent, part-time or
volunteer firefighters or firefighting companies to operate the same, including the payment
of the firefighter's employer’s contribution required under Section 742.34 of the Revised
Code or to purchase ambulance equipment or to provide ambulance or emergency medical
service operated by a fire department or firefighting company in the amount of three (3)
mills for five (5) years effective January 2007, collection beginning January 2008, and

WHEREAS, the County Auditor, Medina County, Ohio has certified to the York Township
Trustees that an annual levy of three (3) mills will produce an annual amount of
approximately $234,752 and that the Township’s total valuation is $78,552,457.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of York
Township desires to proceed with the submission to the electors of York Township the
question of a replacement tax levy of three (3) mills for the purpose of providing and
maintaining fire apparatus, appliances, buildings, or sites therefore, or sources of water
supply and materials therefore, or the establishment and maintenance of lines of fire alarm
telegraph, or the payment of permanent, part-time or volunteer firefighters or firefighting
companies to operate the same, including the payment of the firefighter's employer's
contribution required under Section 742.34 of the Revised Code or to purchase ambulance
equipment or to provide ambulance or emergency medical service operated by a fire
department or firefighting company expenses of York Township.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the purpose for which the tax is to be imposed shall be
for providing and maintaining fire apparatus, appliances, buildings, or sites therefore, or
sources of water supply and materials therefore, or the establishment and maintenance of
lines of fire alarm telegraph, or the payment of permanent, part-time or volunteer firefighters
or firefighting companies to operate the same, including the payment of the firefighter’s
employer’s contribution required under Section 742.34 of the Revised Code or to purchase
ambulance equipment or to provide ambulance or emergency medical service operated by
a fire department or firefighting company expenses of York Township; that the rate of the
tax shall be three (3) mills for each one dollar of valuation which is thirty cents ($.30) for
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each one hundred dollars of valuation and shall be in effect for a period of five (5) years,
which is the rate set forth in the County Auditor’s certification.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Fiscal Officer of the Board of Trustees certify to the
Medina County Board of Elections a copy of the Resolution of June 22, 2006, and a copy of
this Resolution, not later than seventy-five days prior to the election at which the question
will appear on the ballot.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Medina County Board of Elections is requested to
submit the question of levying a replacement tax, as provided herein and in the Resolution
of June 22, 2006, to the electors of York Township at the time of the Election, November 7,
2006, and to make all necessary arrangements for submission of the question to the voters
of the township at that time, and that said levy be placed on the tax list and duplicate for
2007 if approved by a majority of the electors voting thereon.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions
of this Board of Trustees concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were
conducted in an open meeting of the Board of Trustees and that all deliberations of the
Board of Trustees that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in
compliance with all the legal requirements of the Ohio Revised Code, including Section
121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Roll: Weiland, yes; Monroe, yes; Conley, yes.

» Chief Hill stated they just rec’d a $5,200 EMS grant. The grant for the generator has
opened up again so they will be applying for it. The generator will run the entire
complex. There would be a $250 rental fee per year from Linden’s Propane for a 500
gallon tank to run the generator. Chief Hill will check with Columbia Gas to get a line in
for the generator to run from it.

Visitors cont@:

* Frank Schmidt thanked the trustees for the reduced speed limits, but the traffic is still
going very fast. He doesn’t see patrol cars very often and thinks there should be more.
He then asked about future plans for York Township for additional patrol in the area.
Colene told him that it would require a levy to pay for it. With the growth in the township,
he believes we should look into it.

o Cemetery — | understand there is a committee now. The Abbeyville Cemetery is
in the middle of the Boy Scout camp behind his property. Mr. Schmidt has taken
it upon himself to mow 3 — 4 times a year. He asked if the township was charged
because he didn’t think the township should pay for it and would prefer that the
tombstones be maintained instead. Frank was informed the township hasn’t paid
for that cemetery to be mowed because he has been maintaining it. His property
surrounds the cemetery so anyone who would want to go to the cemetery would
need his permission. Frank will be notified of future cemetery committee
meetings.

o Are triplexes allowed in York Township? No. There is one on Wolff Road. A
duplex has been turned into a triplex with a resident in the basement using it as
a separate unit. Dorothy will investigate.

Zoning:
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* Dorothy gave the zoning report for June. (Item A attached.)

* Scott Shreck from Shale Creek called and the generator is gone. It was taken out this
morning.

* Dorothy received a call from someone wanting fields to be mowed. She mows her yard
and then has snakes in her yard from the field. We don’t have jurisdiction over requiring
residents to mow their fields.

* A list of proposed locations for Zion Lutheran Church signs was given to the trustees.
There are several questions regarding placing signs within the road right-of-way.

* Amendment to Code Section 205.14 — Lakes and Ponds: Bill Thorne had a question
regarding the word “structure” in the code and that structure should probably be
addressed in the PUD.

Moved by Conley, second by Monroe to have the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. on Thursday,
August 24, 2006. Roll: Conley, yes; Monroe, yes; Weiland, yes.

* Tamara Schoenauer’s last meeting will be August 3, 2006 because she is moving to
Arkansas. Her husband is being transferred.

* Work agreement signed for the Byrd and Lisowski property on Spieth Road.

* Will host a meeting for Medina City for the CEDA agreement. It is not our meeting; we
will host it at the Town Hall. The meeting will be August 16™ at 5:30 p.m.

* We will need to talk about replacing Tamara and possibly using a court reporter during
the interim.

* Mr. Giese will be doing the ditching on Spieth Road by the Carver drive. He can do it all
from the road so there will not be a need for a work agreement.

* On Station Road, Mr. Giese will clean the area we are responsible for and then the
remaining will be up to the neighbors to take care of.

*  Wolff Road — from Lester west about 1,000, Mr. Giese will give an estimate to clean
that ditch.
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Ray Lurtz from Kokosing will give an estimate to berm the roads in the township that are
not bermed.

The back door of the Town Hall is rusting at the bottom again. William has painted the
bottom of it and has suggested a kick plate to get more time out of the door.

American Tree has checked out some trees that need removed and trimmed. He will
get back with an estimate.

There has been a question regarding the sirens and how loud they are to be and when
they are tested.

The transfer of funds hearing before the judge is August 22™ at 1:30 p.m. at Judge
Kimbler’s office.

Jane Weiland

Jane will continue working on the report of the sheriff department and need for
additional patrol in our township.

Jane attended the Hinckley Township meeting regarding Greenspace Program. It would
give the 501 C-3 organization ability to purchase property that would be left in its natural
state and not be developed.

Is it time for another survey or Town Hall meeting for input on the use of the township
property we have purchased as well as patrol use?

Wolff Road Bridge bid opening and of the six bids received, Marks Construction from
Valley City was the low bidder.

Jane talked about the letter the trustees received regarding the Superintendent’s
resignation from Buckeye. They will be holding forums around the district for input on
what people would like to see in the next superintendent.

Sirens — asked Buck for guidelines on the sirens to be able to hand out to those who
are interested on what they mean.

A resident asked that the zoning fees be increased to include the cost of a code book.
The code book is available on our website and by the time someone comes in for their
permit, they already have their plans and the code book won’t help at that point in time.
There was discussion regarding the notes the trustees received and can they be
marked as to who was addressing it and not all 3 of them call the same person.

Jane had copies of the Medina Co. Senior Resource Guide.

Richard Monroe

Received a call from Charles Pendelton regarding sewers and wants to know when they
are coming. He wants them now and has talked to several neighbors who also want
them.

Treehouse Landscaping — the area to the west of the fire station that goes behind the
properties facing Norwalk Road was not getting mowed but it has been addressed and
taken care of.

Spoke with Ohio Edison regarding the street lights and the ones that are not up. We
paid for them in March and there are three that were not completed. Two were done
right away and the third one still needs to be done. Rick asked for them to re-do the
estimate on moving the pole out here because the first estimate was $6,000. It is now
down to under $5,400.

Newsletter — I've checked with several printers and only had one give an estimate of
2300 newsletters printed and mailed without the postage cost. A 4-page newsletter
would be $560.25 and an 8-page newsletter would be $925.30.

Spoke with ODOT regarding the 6555 Norwalk Road tree and it still isn’t cut down.
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* Several of the garage door openers weren’t working in the bays so Hudak Overhead
Door has done the maintenance on them. There is one door that doesn’t have an
opener so they will be giving an estimate.

* 930.34 is our ID number for OUPS.

* Received a couple of calls regarding Armstrong Cable and their franchise fee which is
3% of your bill. That money will come to the township. It had been waived in years past
and now isn’'t. We were the only township that wasn’t receiving it and the Prosecutor’s
Office used the same contract for everyone so it wasn’t waived.

IN THE State of Ohio COOPERATIVE PURCHASING PROGRAM
Resolution #06-07-02

WHEREAS, Ohio’s Cooperative Purchasing Act. (AM. Sub. H.B. No. 100), as signed into
law on December 4, 1985; and

WHEREAS, effective March 6, 1986, Ohio’s Cooperative Purchasing Act provides the
opportunity for counties, townships, municipal corporations, regional transit authorities,
regional airport authorities or port authorities and school districts, conservancy districts,
township park districts and park districts and other authorities, to participate in contracts
distributed by the state of Ohio, Department of Administrative Services, Office of
Cooperative Purchasing for the purchase of supplies, services, equipment and certain
materials;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE YORK TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES,

Section 1. That the FISCAL OFFICER hereby requests authority in the name of the YORK
TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES to participate in state contracts which the Department of
Administrative Services, Office of State Purchasing has entered into and the Office
of Cooperative Purchasing has distributed for the purchase of supplies, services,
equipment and certain other materials pursuant to Revised Code Section 125.04.

Section 2. That the FISCAL OFFICER is hereby authorized to agree in the name of the
YORK TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES to be bound by all contract terms and conditions as
the Department of Administrative Services, Office of Cooperative Purchasing
prescribes. Such terms and conditions may include a reasonable annual
membership fee to cover the administrative costs which the Department of
Administrative Services incurs as a result of YORK TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES
participation in the contract. Further, that the FISCAL OFFICER does hereby agree
to be bound by all such terms and conditions and to not cause or assist in any way
the misuse of such contracts or make contract disclosures to nonmembers of the
Coop for the purpose of avoiding the requirements established by ORC 125.04.

Section 3. That the FISCAL OFFICER is hereby authorized to agree in the name of the
YORK TOWNSHIP TRUSTEES to directly pay the vendor, under each such state
contract in which it participates for items it receives pursuant to the contract, and the
FISCAL OFFICER does hereby agree to directly pay the vendor.
